Traffic light at Cody and Simpson avenues

Concern:

I’d like address the traffic light at Cody and Simpson.  On any given morning, the green turn arrow will allow six to seven cars to turn left onto Simpson, usually leaving numerous cars to wait for the next green arrow.  Why can’t the 1st Special Operations Civil Engineer Squadron set up the light to allow more cars to turn left if they are in queue?  Also, since traffic is light-to-none heading southwest on Cody, why do we have to wait for the light to cycle through the Simpson and Lukasik light sequence before getting the green arrow again?  CE needs to look at this closely.  Usually it’s easier to by-pass the green arrow and continue to the 4-way stop at Cody and Tully, then turn back toward Aderholt Gym.

Traffic signals on the installation are maintained by Okaloosa County.  1

SOCES requested the county to evaluate and ensure the signal is working

properly.  To facilitate traffic flow in the mornings the county will flash

the light until 0700, as well as increase time for left turns onto Simpson

Avenue.  Also, long term transportation planning recommends a roundabout as

a solution to improve traffic at this intersection.
